Protective Factors

These are natural or chemical substances that negatively
affect the body’s functions, and lead to a state of habitu-
ation or addiction to it. It is prohibited to trade, cultivate,
manufacture or bring it unless for purposes specified by
law.

Addiction

This is the case resulting from the continuous use of nar-
cotics, such that the person becomes psychologically or
physically or both dependent on it. Further, the individual
needs to increase dosage from time to time to always get
the same effect, and becomes unable to perform its daily
tasks and duties without the narcotics. Addiction is con-
sidered a chronic disease that affects the brain. Therefore,
the abuser needs treatment and rehabilitation.

Prevention

These are procedures and plans aimed at preventing indi-

viduals from engaging in the use of narcotics and psycho-

tropic substances. Prevention includes promoting pro-

tective factors and reducing risk factors. One of the main

goals of drug prevention is:

e Reducing the number of individuals who commence
using narcotics.

) True Facts

This belief is a delusion without any factual basis. It is often repeated by Abuser due to psy-
chological delusions that drugs help in overcoming difficulties, while self-esteem and happi-
ness are linked to the ability to take responsibility, actively participate effectively in society and
all its activities, and maintain both physical and mental health.

Narcotics Abuse has a negative impact on the nervous system and a person’s ability to re-
trieve information and concentrate, as addiction to these substances leads to adverse and
severe results in the medium and long term.

Studies have shown that between 15% and 30% of workplace accidents are caused by Nar-
cotics Abuse. Moreover, many traffic accidents are attributed to drivers under the influence
of Narcotics.

Addiction goes through several stages and Narcotics abuse, even if it is intermittent, can

quickly turn into frequent abuse and then into continuous abuse, eventually leading to addic-

tion. cannabis has several risks, for example:

e Cannabis smoke contains a large percentage of chemicals and tar that cause cancer and
destroy brain cells.

e Cannabis abuse may lead to mental and behavioral disorders.

e Cannabis abuse may lead to heart muscle weakness.

Addiction depends on the person’s response to the type of Narcotics they use. A person can
become addicted after the first experience, which makes it difficult to stop using Narcotics at
any time

Narcotics addiction may cause permanent damage to the body, affecting the brain, heart,
lungs, liver, and kidneys.

Narcotics affect the brain even if they are used intermittently; they cause changes and a per-
son may become addicted. Whereas, abusing Narcotics intermittently can quickly turn into
frequent use and then constant use, and no one knows exactly when the occurrence of the ()
chemical change (( in the brain that leads to addiction.

Many studies have demonstrated that the misuse of sedative medications can lead to addic-
tion, similar to other Narcotics.

Protective and Risk Factors
for Narcotics and Psychotropic
Substances Abuse

This chapter discusses the various factors that may contribute to
protecting individuals from drug abuse. These factors varies depending

on the age group. We have highlighted these factors in early childhood,
late childhood, and adolescence, enabling stakeholders & parents to
strengthen protective factors and be aware of risk factors to address
them effectively. ii

There are factors that may reduce the likelihood
of substance abuse, known as protective factors,
such as a positive parent-child relationship. Con-
versely, there are factors that may increase the risk
of Narcotics & Substance abuse, known as risk
factors, such as negative peer pressure. Therefore,
one of the most important goals of prevention is
to change the balance between protective and risk
factors by tipping the scales in favor of protective
factors.

Please note that the following factors should be

taken into consideration:

e Most individuals exposed to risk factors do not
necessarily engage in the use of narcotics and
psychotropic substances.

A risk factor for one individual may not neces-
sarily be a risk factor for another.

The presence of a risk factor means the absence
of a protective factor, and vice versa.

For children with risk factors, delaying interven-
tion until adolescence makes it more difficult to
overcome these factors; as adolescents, their
attitudes and behaviors become more stable
and harder to change.

These factors vary according to the age stages of
the individual as follows:

1. Early childhood (0 - 5 years)
2. Late childhood (6 - 10 years)
3. Adolescence (11 - 18 years)

Some examples of protective and risk
factors in early childhood (0-5) related to
narcotics abuse

Prevention of Narcotics
Abuse at School Environment

This chapter addresses the objectives and requirements for preventing
the risk of narcotics and psychotropic substances abuse within the school

environment. It highlights the roles of key stakeholders such as teachers,
social workers psychologists, and parents, in safeguarding students from
the dangers of narcotics and psychotropic substances abuse. It also clari-
fies the role and responsibilities of students in protecting themselves from
the risk of narcotics and psychotropic substances abuse. Additionally, it
discusses the characteristics and standards required in preventive edu-
cation aimed at protecting students from the risk of drugs abuse. At the
end, it points to some operational indicators that strengthen the role of the
school in preventing narcotics and psychotropic substances abuse. II
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Objectives and
Requirements for
Preventing Narcotics and
Psychotropic Substances
Abuse in the School
Environment

Prevention in the school environ-
ment aims to:

1. Prevent the use of narcotics and psychotropic substanc-
es within the educational environment.

2. Reduce the demand for narcotics and psychotropic
substances.

3. Instill positive values and behaviors that reject narcotics
abuse.

4. Provide knowledge and develop skills to protect stu-
dents from the risk of narcotics and psychotropic
substances abuse.

5. Provide early intervention for students with risk factors,
contributing to their protection from narcotics and psy-
chotropic substances abuse.

6. Provide the necessary support for students they are
using narcotics and psychotropic substances, with an
emphasis on ensuring their reintegration into school
and society.

Prevention Requirements at the
School Environment

Schools play a pivotal and complementary role to the role
of parents and stakeholders in preventing narcotics and
psychotropic substances. To fulfill this role, the following
elements are essential in the school environment:

¢ Presence of Preventive Guide of the dangers of narcot-
ics abuse.

e (Clear policies and procedures for narcotics and psy-
chotropic substances.

e Activating the preventive roles and responsibilities of
stakeholders at schools.

e Empowering and training educational and administra-
tive staff on early intervention mechanisms.

e Providing school health services, such as cases assess-
ment and behavioral therapy.

¢ Designing and implementing scientifically-based pre-
ventive programs.
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The Role of Schools in
preventive Students
from Narcotics and
Psychotropic Substances
Abuse

1. Conducting awareness activities in coordination
with relevant authorities on the following topics:

e The harms of narcotics, psychotropic substanc-
es, and smoking.

e Reasons for falling into narcotics and psychotro-
pic substances abuse.

e |Laws and procedures under UAE law for com-
bating narcotics and psychotropic substances.

e The importance of physical exercise and healthy
nutrition.

2. Developing students: life skills, such as:

e Decision-making and problem-solving skills.
e Social skills (choosing good friends).

e Skills for utilizing leisure time.

e Skills for coping with life pressures.

3. Monitoring and following up on attempts to pro-
mote narcotics, psychotropic substances, or ciga-
rettes within or around the school.

4. Observing and identifying negative behaviors
among students and indicators that may suggest
drugs abuse, and providing early intervention for
them.

. Offering support to students at risk of drugs abuse by

addressing surrounding risk factors and providjpg edu-
cation services.

. Coordinating with relevant authorities and organizations

to provide training opportunities for teaching and ad-

ministrative staff in the areas of:

e Student guidance.

e Combating smoking and narcotics and psychotropic
substances abuse.

. Building effective relationships with parents to address

issues surrounding students.

. Instilling moral values in students.
. Supporting students in community participation and

volunteer work.

The Role and
Responsibilities of the
School Principal in
Preventing Narcotics and

Abuse

Providing a safe and supportive environment for students.

2. Clarifying and reviewing the roles and responsibilities as-
signed to teachers, psychological and social specialists
related to the prevention of narcotics and psychotropic
substances abuse.

3. Ensuring that teachers and specialists fulfill their respon-
sibilities and roles related to the prevention of narcotics
and psychotropic substances abuse, such as attending
and evaluating awareness activities that are implement-
ed.

4. Clarifying the duties and responsibilities of parents to-
wards their children to protect them from the risks of
narcotics and psychotropic substances abuse.

5. Coordinating with relevant authorities, such as health,
security, and social authorities to provide necessary
services for students, such as awareness, assessment,
treatment, and training for the administrative and edu-
cational staff.

6. Monitoring the enforcement of school policies and reg-
ulations related to the prevention of narcotics and psy-
chotropic substances abuse.
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The Role and Responsibilities of the Psychological
and Social Specialist in Preventing Narcotics and
Psychotropic Substances Abuse

The psychological and social specialists
work as a single team to prevent students
from narcotics abuse. Their roles and re-
sponsibilities include the following:

1. Enhancing prevention of the risk of abusing narcotics and
psychotropic substances use by:

e |dentifying and assessing students who have risk fac-
tors that may increase the likelihood of drugs abuse us-
ing age-appropriate assessment methodologies. Some
surrounding risk factors for students include poor aca-
demic performance, absenteeism and truancy, negative
peer influence, smoking, non-compliance with school
rules and regulations, and family disintegration.

e Developing a clear and well-studied plan to support stu-
dents with behavioral problems or risk factors, aimed
at modifying their behaviors by involving teachers and
parents if necessary. The plan should include counsel-
ing sessions for students to address their surrounding
circumstances and enhance their coping skills, as well
as refer students to external programs if needed.

e Raising awareness among teachers, students, and par-
ents about narcotics and psychotropic substances and
their health risks and indicators of abuse using various
methods such as workshops. ® Assisting in educating

parents on the necessary skills to prevent their children
from narcotics and psychotropic substances abuse
through workshops or individual meetings.

e Contributing to equipping students with the skills neces-
sary to refuse narcotics and psychotropic substances.

providing the necessary support in cases of student’ nar-

cotics and psychotropic substances abuse based on the
established code of conduct through:

e Assisting in referring the student to necessary services
such as health, psychological, and social support ser-
vices.

¢ Following up on the student who is abusing substanc-
es during and after the treatment phase to support his
recovery and identify all his needs, especially academic
needs.

e Developing a clear and systematic plan to enhance the
reintegration of the student into the school educational
environment, ensuring their success and reducing the
likelihood of relapse in partnership with treatment and
rehabilitation centers in collaboration with the social
specialist.

e Consulting with relevant external agencies to provide
optimal services for the student, such as treatment and
rehabilitation centers, social centers, and health cen-
ters.

e Providing necessary support to parents and involving
them in some school therapy sessions in collaboration
with the social specialist.

Awareness of the various indicators of narcotics abuse,
such as behavioral and physical indicators.

Acting as a positive role model in words and actions, fos-
tering a sense of national belonging in the souls of stu-
dents.

Creating a positive environment for students that makes
them feel safe and comfortable, helping them to express
their feelings, concerns, and ask questions about various
topics comfortably.

Listening to students without interrupting them and mak-
ing them feel the importance of talking to them and being
fully prepared to provide guidance at the appropriate time.
Avoiding fear tactics with students when they express their
opinions or beliefs about narcotics abuse.

Educating students about the subject of narcotics abuse
through messages integrated into the curricula.

Helping students to acquire social and life skills, such as
the skill of confronting peer pressure and the skill of mak-
ing the right decision, which contribute to preventing nar-
cotics abuse.

Discovering students who have risk factors, such as low
academic achievement and frequent absenteeism, and
seeking assistance from a social and psychological spe-
cialist to follow up on the case.

The Role and Responsibilities of Teachers
In Preventing Narcotics and Psychotropic
Substance Abuse
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The Role and Responsibility of Student
in protecting himself from the Risk of Drugs Abuse

1. Adhering to school rules and regulations.

2. Consulting parents, teachers, or social or psychological
specialists in cases of:
e Being offered narcotics by a colleague.
e Suspecting the presence of narcotics at school.
e Exposed to issues such as bullying, exploitation, or
abuse at school or home.

3. Avoiding bad companies and choosing friends based
on the following criteria:
e A good reputation of a friend.
e Share common interests and activities.
e Positive qualities in friends, such as cooperation, re-
spect, and a love of diligence.

4. Learning skills and techniques to resist drugs abuse
and facing peer pressure, including:

Be Funny

Sometimes, humor can be a powerful tool for
diverting attention and changing the mood. For
example, you could say (jokingly), “l don't have
money to spend on narcotics and psychotropic
substances.” The response might be that they're
given out for free, to which you can reply: “Drug
dealers aren’t charity workers—they won't keep
giving them to users for free.”

Be Ready to Say “No” and use
the following justifications:

e No, narcotics and psychotropic substances are
illegal.

e No, | want to end up in prison.

e No, | don't want to disappoint my family and
community.

e No, my life is better without drugs.

e No, | don't want to ruin my health.

Disregard the suggestion and
change the topic

Pretend you didn’t hear, and act like the topic does
not have an importance to discuss.

Avoid Situations

Avoid people those you know they are abuse
Narcotics or have negative behaviors. Choose your
friends wisely and be with good people.

Leave the Place

If you find the situation is critical, leave the place
by saying something like: | have to go, | have an

Suggest an Alternative Activity

One of the reasons why youngest people abuse
narcotics is the lack of options so as to spend their
free time. Therefore, suggesting activities such as
going to clubs or engaging in volunteer work would
help divert their attention away from narcotics abuse.

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The Role & Responsibility of the Parent to protect
their children from narcotics abuse

1. Protecting children from the risk of narcotics abuse may
be achieved through:

Promoting children’s moral values.

Establishing a strong parents-children relationship based
on trust and respect

Appearing as role model for children

Helping children to acquire the skills of rejecting drugs
and other substances.

Encouraging children to engage in sports and school ac-
tivities.

Encouraging children to volunteer.

Following up on children’s academic achievement.
Regular communication with the school

Participating in school events.

Avoiding violence and abuse of children.

It's crucial for parents to know who their kids’ friends are.
As kids get older, they face more and more pressure from
their peers, which can affect believes & behaviors. This
peer pressure is main reason that lead to narcotics abuse.
So, parents need to help their kids make good friends by
follow underneath methods:

Talking to your child about the importance of avoiding ran-
domness in choosing a friend; because children, due to
their young age and lack of life experiences, they do not
set clear criteria for choosing friends. Instead, they rush to
make friends for the sake of social interaction and atten-
tion.

Intervening promptly if you discover that your child has
made a mistake in choosing a friend. Instead of punish-
ing, parents shall engage in open dialogue and discussion,
emphasizing the importance of choosing good friends and
offering guidance. Parents shall clarify the outstanding
traits that a good friend shall possess, such as adherence
to moral values and a good reputation.

Let your children know about the importance of being cau-

3.

tious when making friends online and highlight the poten-
tial dangers associated with it. Teach them the basics of
electronic security and safety.

Offering advice and guidance on choosing friends wisely
by using examples and stories, which are key elements of
effective parenting.

Detection of narcotics and psychotropic substance abuse
and early intervention through:

Learning the various indicators of narcotics and substance
abuse, such as physical or behavioral indicators, to enable
early intervention if you suspect your child is abusing nar-
cotics.

Help your child if they are abusing narcotics or psycho-
tropic substances and consult specialists to provide the
necessary and appropriate early intervention.

Refraining from stigmatizing him and avoiding attaching
this label to his character.

Supporting various therapeutic and rehabilitative inter-
ventions through:

Parents shall be honest with their children about their
knowledge of their narcotics abuse and the need to con-
front the problem.

Confirming the family’'s rejection of continued narcotics
abuse and the need to quit.

Avoiding insulting the abuser, which leads to his denial
and refusal to help.

Expressing a strong desire to help and stand by the child
to overcome the problem.

Ensuring continuation of treatment by communicating
with addiction treatment Centers.

Ensuring the children’s proper reintegration into school
and society.
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Characteristics and standards
of preventive education against
the dangers of Narcotics and
psychotropic substances

Educating students about narcotics and
psychotropic substances at an early age
helps them develop their knowledge and
increase their awareness of the dangers
of these substances. It also helps students
to follow a healthy and sound lifestyle that
promotes behaviors that reject narcotics
and psychotropic substances

Cognitive awareness of students is
represented as follows:

e Raising students’ awareness of the dangers of narcotics
and psychotropic substances and their health, psycho-
logical, social and economic effects.

e Correcting misconceptions and wrong beliefs prevalent
in society about narcotics abuse and smoking.

e Students’ awareness of laws and procedures related to
the abuse of narcotics and psychotropic substances.

The students’ personal and social
skills are as follows:

e Decision-making and problem-solving skills

e Risk assessment, avoidance and management skills.
e Communication and emotional expression skills

e The skill of dealing with social influences

e Goal setting skills.

e Adaption and life stress management skills.

e Critical thinking skills.

e Choosing good friends skills.

Studies have demonstrated that:

“Dismissing of students involved in drug issues can be
detrimental. A more effective approach is to provide al-
ternative solutions, such as in-school exclusion combined
with educational support and behavioral interventions.
This strategy may help students stay engaged in their
studies while addressing the underlying causes of their
narcotics abuse.”
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Characteristics of

preventive education
in different educational
phases

Preventive education at all levels requires as follows:

e Focusing on improving personal and social skills

e Education through a series of structured sessions,
totaling at least ten hours per year.
Using interactive methods.

¢ Avoiding intimidating methods.

e Focusing on applying skills.

e Using innovative methods to correct misconceptions
related to the abuse of narcotics and psychotropic
substances, such as using simulation.

Examples of preventive education outcomes for each age group

Understanding simple safety rules such as traffic safety rules, safe
use of bath-rooms, and preventing sexual harassment by knowing
and identifying the body parts that shall not be touched and how
to confront and stop physical harass-ment.

Knowing the incorrect beliefs and concepts about smoking and
abuse.

Knowing the laws related to the abuse of narcotics and psychotro-
pic sub-stances and the consequences of their abuse.

Knowing how to confront incorrect beliefs regarding narcotics and
psycho-tropic substances.

Knowing the effects of drugs and their health, psychological and
social risks.

The ability to express emotions such as happiness, anxiety and
sadness.

The ability to express and share opinions with others in an
age-appropriate manner.

The ability to ask for help as required, and identify trusted indi-
viduals to seek help from.

The ability to express opinions and discuss some topics appro-
priate to the stu-dent’s age such as the importance of maintain-
ing health.

The ability to identify various risks and respond to them respon-
sibly, such as confronting bullying in all its forms.

The ability to ask for help such as calling the child protection
hotline in cases of abuse.

e The ability to choose a good friend.
e The ability to make safe and healthy choices such as not smok-

ing and adhering to a healthy diet.

The ability to deal with peer pressure, refuse to abuse narcotics
and psycho-tropic substances, and learn to be firm in critical
and dangerous situations.

e The ability to use the digital world in a safe way.
e The ability to think critically and analyze correct information.

The ability to search correctly and from reliable sources to ac-
cess scientifically proven information.

The ability to provide support, assistance, and guidance to
friends regarding some dangerous behaviors such as smoking,
bullying, violence, and narcotics abuse.

e The ability to set personal goals and find ways to achieve them.
e The ability to solve problems and make decisions.
e The ability to adapt and overcome personal or academic prob-

lems and deal with difficult situations.
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Strategic and operational indicators towards schools
free of narcotics and psychotropic substances

Global best practices have shown that the
presence of certain indicators at the school
environment significantly contributes to
preventing students from using narcotics and
psychoactive substances and enhancing student
safety at schools, for example:

Some strategic indicators

1. . The Percentage of new narcotics abusers among
students.

2. The number of policies, procedures and preventive
programs for narcotics and psychotropic substances.

Some operational indicators

1.

The number of schools executing preventive
procedures.

The number of schools executing procedures for
integration and rehabilitation of narcotics abusers.
The number of students who have been aware of the
dangers of narcotics and psychotropic substance
abuse and its effects.

The number of specialized programs to provide
students with behavioral and social skills.

The number of qualified specialists in the field of
prevention and dealing with abusers.

Chapter ( 95)

Some provisions stated in
Federal Law No. (14) of 1995
regarding combating narcotics
and psychotropic substances
and 1its amendments

The UAE legislator has adopted a strict approach towards narcotics deal-
ers and promoters, imposing severe penalties including the death penalty

to deter them from engaging in their criminal activities. The above project

was not lenient with the abuse of narcotics and psychotropic substances,
as abusing is a crime that requires punishment, but it kept hope available
for those who apply for treatment, and exempted them from criminal pros-
ecution. This comes to protect society from the scourge of narcotics and
to prevent their harm to young people. ii

Drugs Prevention Guide at School Environment



Punishment for abusing Narcotics and psychotropic substances

e The UAE law stipulates some provisions and penalties to deter
people from using narcotics and psychotropic substances or
at-tempted thereof, as penalties range from imprisonment for six
months to two years and financial fines.

e The law penalizes anyone who misuses medically prescribed
narcotics, which are dispensed according to the advice of a
spe-cialist physician and an approved medical prescription.

Those who abuse these drugs without a prescription or exceed
the pre-scribed dosage are subject to legal penalties.

e The law punishes anyone who uses substances or plants other
than those classified as narcotics or psychotropic sub-stances in
the schedules attached to this law, which are ca-pable of caus-
ing anesthesia or any other harmful effect on the mind, with im-
prisonment for a term not exceeding one year.

Punishment for soliciting and inciting to abuse Narcotics

To prevent harm from those who solicit, incite or assist the abuse
of narcotics and psychotropic substances, the UAE law stipulates
imprisonment of no less than five years and a fine of no less than
twenty thousand dirhams for anyone who solicit or incites a person
to commit the crime of abuse or assist its commission in any way. It
is also considered an aggravating circumstance if this crime is com-
mitted against a female, a minor, a person with a mental illness, or a
person who is visibly intoxicated or drugged.

Punishment for Slipping Narcotic or

If the Offender commits these acts (solicitation, incitement or as-
sis-tance) to abuse narcotics or psychotropic substances with the
intent to cause harm, he shall be punished with imprisonment for a
period of not less than seven years. If the harm is serious, the pen-
alty shall be not less than ten years and not more than fifteen years,
and the penalty shall be death if the crime results in the death of the
Victim.

Psychotropic Substances

The law shall punish by imprisonment for a term of not less than 5
years anyone who slips any narcotic or psychotropic substance into
the drink or food of others, or causes him to consume it without his
knowledge of its true nature. The punishment shall be imprison-ment
for a term of not less than 7 years if the narcotic substance is slipped

into food or drink with the intent to commit a crime against the victim
or to make him addicted. The punishment shall be life imprisonment
if the Offender commits a crime against the victim or if the victim be-
comes addicted to narcotics or psycho-tropic substances as a result
of the act.

Punishment for preparing or arranging places for abuse

The law punishes anyone who manages, prepares or arranges a
place for the abuse of narcotic substances with a prison sentence
ranging from 7 to 15 years and financial fines. The penalty shall be
life imprisonment in the event of recidivism, and anyone who is

Punishment for Encouraging Abuse

present in these places while knowing about them shall be punished
with imprisonment for a Term of not less than 6 months and not more
than 1 year.

The law does not overlook anyone who simplifies the idea of drug
abuse and encourages its trial by promoting goods or publications
containing images, drawings, writings, or ideas that incite or ins-
ti-gate the commission of any crime related to narcotic drugs.

The law stipulates a fine of not less than AED 50.000AD 50000 for
this and the materials shall be confiscated

The death penalty for drug dealers and promoters

The UAE law has taken a firm stance against drug dealers and pro-
moters, as it stipulates severe penalties that may include the death

penalty if it is proven that drugs are possessed for the purpose of
dealing or promotion.

Cases in which Criminal Lawsuit cannot be brought

Emirati law encourages individuals who were involved in Narcotics
abuse to seek treatment for addiction, which results in the non-fil-
ing of criminal Proceedings. This encouragement extends to the
spouse and second-degree relatives of the Addict. The father, moth-
er, spouse, brother, son, and others have the authority to pro-tect
the Addict and assist him in seeking treatment. The Addict may be
incapacitated and unable to make the decision to seek treatment by
himself, requiring his spouse or relatives to take his hand to-wards a
healthy and Narcotics -free life.

Article )43(stipulates that criminal proceedings shall not be brought
against abusers if he applies for treatment on his own voluntary,
through his spouse, or through a relative up to the second degree.
The application for treatment shall be submitted to the addiction
treatment unit, the Public Prosecution, or the police. The user must
hand over any narcotic substances or psychotropic substances in his
possession, and he must also adhere to the treatment plan.
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Chapter ( 6)

Treatment and Rehabilitation
Services in the UAE

Given the importance the state places on treating Narcotics abusers, it has established
specialized treatment centers across the country. These centers aim to provide neces-
sary interventions such as treatment and rehabilitation to ensure the recovery of the
abuser and its successful reintegration into society as a productive and successful
individual, while guaranteeing privacy and confidentiality.

Definitions:

Drugs

These are natural or chemical substances that negatively
affect the body's functions, and lead to a state of
habituation or addiction to it. It is prohibited to trade,
cultivate, manufacture or bring it unless for purposes
specified by law.

Addiction

This is the condition resulting from the continuous use of
narcotics, such that the person becomes psychologically
or physically dependent on it or both. The individual
needs to increase dosage from time to time to always
get the same effect, and becomes unable to perform its
daily tasks and duties without the narcotics. Addiction
is considered a chronic disease that affects the brain,
requiring treatment and rehabilitation.

Prevention

These are procedures and plans aimed at preventing

individuals from engaging in the use of narcotics and

psychoactive substances. Prevention includes enhancing

protective factors and reducing risk factors.

One of the main goals of drug prevention is:

e Reducing the number of individuals who begin using
narcotics.

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Chapter Three

Protective and Risk Factors

This chapter discusses the various factors that may
contribute to protecting individuals from drug use.
These factors vary depending on the age group. We
have highlighted these factors in early childhood,
late childhood, and adolescence, enabling parents
to strengthen protective factors and be aware of risk
factors to address them effectively.



There are factors that can reduce the likelihood of drug and
psychotropic substance abuse and are called protective factors,
such as a positive relationship between parents and children. On
the contrary, there are factors that can increase the risk of drug
and psychotropic substance abuse and are called risk factors.

Like Peers' negative pressure. Therefore, the one of the most
important goals of Prevention is to change the balance between
Protective & Risk factors by giving priority to the Protective
factors over the Risk factors.

The Parents’ Preventive Role

The preventive role of parents varies according to the ages of the
children. There are strategies for dealing and talking with children
to prevent them from narcotics and psychotropic substances.

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1. Methods to deal with children in the age group (0-5):

1. Take advantage of situations to educate children about the dangers
of narcotics, as children like to imitate adults. For example, when
you see someone smoking, tell them that smoking is harmful to
health, leads to diseases, and increases the chances of contracting
serious diseases that can lead to death.

2. Explain and clarify to your children the severity of some of the ma-
terials around them, such as tobacco products, as forming early
convictions that helps children to avoid using them in the future.
For example:

e Warn your children about the severity of cleaning products and
paint materials and their effects on health.

e Warn your children about not taking medications unless pre-
scribed by a doctor.

e Allow them to make some decisions that build their self-confi-
dence (such as choosing appropriate clothing, and suggesting
places to spend free time).

2. Methods to deal with children in the age group (6-10):

1. Always remind your children that taking narcotics is harmful to
health, causes brain damage, and increases the possibility of
death.

2. Praise your children for refusing negative behaviors such as refus-
ing to sit with smokers and refusing to be bullied.

3. Discuss with your children using real stories or events they are ex-
posed to such as: Your child tells you that a friend of him got into
a car with an adult and the person was smoking a cigarette. In this
case, talk to him about the importance of not riding with someone
who smokes because inhaling cigarette smoke has serious health
effects.

4. Emphasize to your child that you will be there at any time to help.

3. Methods to deal with children in the age group (11-14):

If you do not start talking to your children at an early age about the
risks of narcotics and psychotropic substances, this stage is consid-
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ered the appropriate and important time to guide children. Some of the
methods used to guide children and talk to them are:

1.

Ask children about the activities they enjoy, share their hobbies,
and set their goals.

Help children to manage the stress resulting from physical and
psychological changes at this stage by making them aware of this
stage and ways to manage stress such as: exercising sport or do-
ing volunteer and community works.

Helping children to choose good friends and get to know their
friends, and how they interact with others.

Tell your children that you will always be there to pick them up
from places where they have problems, and if you are busy, dele-
gate someone else.

Listen to your children and ask them questions to learn about their
attitudes and beliefs. For example, “In a TV show, there was a per-
son who Abuse alcohol. Do you think alcohol is harmful to health?”
Teach your children how to get reliable information from websites.
Acting some roles of refusal skills for Narcotics to teach your chil-
dren how to respond if Narcotics offered to them.

Methods to deal with children in the age group (15-18):

Emphasize to your children that Abuse Narcotics will shatter their
dreams and affect their enrollment in colleges and universities as
well as getting jobs.

Involve your children in setting family rules and guidelines and ex-
plain to them the consequences of breaking these rules.

Show interest in your children by spending time with each one of
them separately.

Praise your children for the achievements they have, even if they
are simple.

Explain to your children the legal and health implications of Abuse
Narcotics and psychotropic substance.

Learn about the prevailing trends in society regarding Narcotics
and the new types that appear from time to time and warn your
children about them.

For example, you can say: (jokingly) | do
not have money to spend on Narcotics and psychotropic substances,
and the reply will be “it is distributed free”. Then you can say: Narcot-
ics dealers and psychotropic substances are not men who run a chari-
ty, and they will not be distributed to abusers free every time.

2 Be Ready to say “No” and use the following justifications:
e No, Narcotics and psychotropic substances are illegal.

e No, | do not want to end up in prison.

e No, | do not want to disappoint my family and my community.
e No, my life is better without drugs.

e No, | do not want to ruin my health.

3. Ignore the suggestion and change the topic:
Pretend that you did not hear and act as the topic is not important to
discuss.

4. Avoid situations:

Avoid people those you know they are taking Narcotics and psycho-
tropic substances. On the other hand, have negative behaviors, choose
your friends wisely, and be with good people.

5. Leave the place:

If you find the situation is critical, leave the place by saying for exam-
ple: | have to go, | have an appointment, or | have to go because my
father will come.

6. Suggest an alternative activity:

One of the reasons why most young people abuse drugs is the lack of
options so as to spend their free time, so if you suggest doing a certain
activity such as going to clubs or engaging volunteer work, this will
help distract the mind from abuse.

Federal Law on Combating
Narcotic Substances

Article No. (43) Of Federal Law No. (14) Of 1995 on
Combating Narcotic Substances and Psychotropic
Substances and its amendments

“The UAE legislator has adopted a strict approach towards
Narcotics dealers and promoters. It has imposed severe
penalties, including the death penalty to deter them from
engaging in their criminal activities. It has not been lenient
with the Abuse of narcotic and psychotropic substances.
As Abusing is a crime that requires punishment, but it
kept hope available for those who apply for treatment and
exempted them from criminal prosecution. This comes to
protect society from the scourge of narcotic substances
and to prevent their harm to young Adult.”
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Cases in which Criminal
Lawsuit cannot be brought

Emirati law encourages individuals who were involved in
Narcotics abuse to seek treatment for addiction, which
results in the non-filing of criminal Proceedings. This en-
couragement extends to the spouse and second-degree
relatives of the Addict. The father, mother, spouse, brother,
son, and others have the authority to protect the Addict
and assist him in seeking treatment. The Addict may be in-
capacitated and unable to make the decision to seek treat-
ment by himself, requiring his spouse or relatives to take
his hand towards a healthy and Narcotics -free life.

Article (43) stipulates that criminal proceedings shall not be
brought against abusers if he applies for treatment on his
own voluntary, through his spouse, or through a relative up
to the second degree. The application for treatment shall
be submitted to the addiction treatment unit, the Public
Prosecution, or the police. The user must hand over any
narcotic substances or psychotropic substances in his pos-
session, and he must also adhere to the treatment plan.

Student-Centred Assessment

Student assessment is continuous throughout the year, combining teacher-led school-based

assessments and centralized assessment for comprehensive and accurate measurement.

Assessment methods vary by cycle to meet students’ educational stage and needs.

Informal assessments (non-graded)

- Support the student’s learning growth.
- Examples include questioning, monitoring, exit slips, traffic lights, self/peer evaluation,
surveys, various educational platforms and other tools to gauge student understanding

and guide learning effectively.

Formal assessments (graded)

- Areimplemented by teachers throughout the academic yearaccording to standards identified centrally.
- Examples include essays, performance tasks, portfolios, projects, quizzes, reports, etc.
- All formal assessments contribute to the student’s academic performance score according to

the specified weighting.

School-based Summative Assessment (SSA)

- In Grades 1 and 2; for all Group A subjects in Terms 1, 2 and 3.

- In Grades 3 to 12; for all Group A subjects in Term 2.

- End-of-term assessments designed by teachers, following guidance provided centrally.

- Observation-based for Grades 1-2, and paper-based/electronic assessments for Grades 3-12.
- To be held across the last two weeks of term, according to the academic schedule. Guidance to
be provided on planning and implementation.

- Teaching period timetable is still fulfilled during the SSA week(s), and full student attendance

is mandatory.



Types of Assessment

02 — Centralized Assessment

Diagnostic assessment

- Applied in Arabic Language, English Language and Mathematics for all students in all grades.

Diagnostic Assessment

Subjects & Timing

Atthe start of the academicyear, itis crucial that schools and teachers identify the starting level
of their students in all subjects and at all grades, starting with preparing and implementing
tools and observations to profile their students in the first three weeks of term (based on
guidance provided centrally). Building a thorough profile of your students’ and classes'
level, strengths and areas of improvement allows for the development of effective, targeted
intervention and support plans from the first weeks of term.

For Arabic Language, English Language and Mathematics:

* Guidance on an observational diagnostic assessment will be released centrally for grades
one and two.

* A centralised diagnostic test will be released in week 4 for grades 3-12 to support initial
judgements.

Intervention Plans and Closing Gaps

Teachers should use assessment data formatively to adapt teaching and meet students’

needs (intervening to close gaps where identified), rather than just covering the curriculum

materials.

When developing intervention plans, consider the following:

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Project-Based Learning and Assessment (PBLA)

The Ministry of Education will continue to implement Project-Based Learning and Assessment
(PBLA) for all Cycle 2 students in the four core subjects:Arabic Language, English Language,
Math, and Science. PBLA will incorporate the design thinking model to build students’ skills and
develop their competencies while achieving essential learning outcomes. While students are

Benchmarking Assessments

National Assessments

The MOE conducts national assessments, across all schools of both public and international
curricula, to identify student performance levels in literacy and numeracy. These can be used

as baseline measurements or for internal system-level benchmarking. Critically, they all report
performance on a single numerical scale, regardless of grade level or stream, meaning they can be
used to compare cohorts of different curricula and measure growth over time.

The data from these assessments can be used to inform educational decision makers and as
reference points for verifying other assessments. They are independent of the student gradebook
and do not count towards students’ academic performance scores, which enhances their

objectivity as a tool for measuring the overall level of performance across the education system.

Grade Monitoring

and Moderation
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Overview

Grade monitoring and moderation is a quality assurance process that helps align assessment
standards across different classes, teachers, and schools in order to ensure fairness, consistency,
and accuracy in the grading of student assessments. This process also aims to identify and address
any grade inflation.

The policy applies to all aspects of the gradebook which are the responsibility of teachers and
schools with particular focus on PBLA and SSA scores. Accountability for fair and accurate grading
lies with:

School-level moderation

This is a critical process in quality assuring assessment grading. Schools are required
to administer, with provided guidance, school-level moderation across grades and
subjects. This includes teachers:

- Developing shared assessment criteria / marking schemes.
- Discussing their understanding of assessment criteria.
- Comparing their grading.

Principals are to organise sessions for teachers to compare grading and ensure it is fair
and consistent across classes.

Cluster-level moderation

This process contributes to ensuring fairness and consistency of assessment between
different schools in a shared cluster. School operations should organise moderation
visits to ensure that schools within their cluster are implementing similar, consistent,
fair and accurate assessments across subjects.
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External moderation (system-level)

Data analysis of gradebooks is conducted periodically at a central level to identify
potentially inflated scoring patterns and take necessary actions, including through
comparisons of results on centralised and national tests. If clearly over-inflated
grades are identified, a moderation formula will be applied following appropriate
methodologies and balancing the results to bring them more in line with evidenced
student performance.

- All assessment scores and grading/moderation decisions should be evidencable in
such aform that you can demonstrate to any external observer that the score awarded
Is accurate.

- The results that are adjusted centrally after moderation are considered final and are
not subject to appeal.

- Requests for grade review of End of Term Results should follow the process outlined
in the Grade Review Guideline.




Quality Assurance
Mechanisms and
Accountability
Framework



In order to establish fairness and transparency in school-based assessment, procedures have been
established to monitor and quality assure assessment grading. Centralised analyses of gradebooks will be
conducted periodically to enhance the integrity of school-based evaluations and maintain the community's
confidence in student results.

The Ministry of Education reaffirms its commitment to hold school leaders and teachers accountable for
any practices that undermine the fairness or reliability of school-marked assessments (such as inflating
grades or manipulating student results), particularly in the School-based Summative Assessment (SSA)
and the Project-Based Learning and Assessment (PBLA).

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Common and Important Terms

in the Assessment Process

Centralized assessment

Refers to when assessments are developed in MOE headquarters and administered by schools in
line with common arrangements.

Continuous assessment

Continuous assessment includes all assessment activities that are designed to provide meaningful
feedback to the individual student. Continuous assessment in the classroom provides a rich source
of information that can be used to inform planning for teaching and learning. It involves practices
such as teacher observation and questioning, review of student work, peer- and self-assessment,
projects, and centralized exams.

Diagnostic assessment

An assessment to support the development of individual teaching and learning plans at the start
of the year. It assesses where a student is on their learning journey in Arabic Language, English
Language and Mathematics and is implemented in G1-12, when required by subject and stage.
It is built centrally, and its score is recorded in the system. The score does not contribute to the
student’s academic performance score.

Formal school-based assessment

An assessment in all subjects in grades 1-12, carried out by teachers according to standards
identified centrally that is based on the work done by students in class. A weight from this
assessment is included in the student’s final score for each subject.

Group A subjects

The core subjects for all grades and include Arabic Language, English Language, Islamic Education,
Social Studies and Moral Education, Mathematics, and Science (Chemistry, Physics, Biology).

Group B subjects

Subjects that enhance the learning process according to standards that are appropriate to skill,
age and level of the student. They include Computing, Creative Design Innovation (CCDI), Arts,
Physical and Health Education, Business, Applied and Academy specialization, 3rd Languages
and Health Sciences.

Individual Education Plans

Students of determination may have adaptations or modified curriculum/learning outcomes, and
this is referred to as an Individual Educational Plan.
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Informal assessment

Teachers assessing and monitoring their students’ learning continuously during class through
informal questioning and activities. This enables moment-to moment observation and correction
of misconceptions, extension of student knowledge, and opportunity to lead students into
higher-order thinking.

PBLA

Project-based Learning & Assessment (PBLA) is a growth-oriented assessment that emphasizes
the application of skills through authentic scenarios, student reflection on learning, and holistic
evaluation beyond just content knowledge. Guidance is set centrally but it is implemented by
schools.

School-based assessments

Refers to assessments developed by the school/class teacher according to centrally defined
standards and procedures.

School-based Summative Assessment (SSA)

A formal school-based assessment designed by teachers but following criteria and instructions
set centrally. It is held for all Group A subjects in the last week of term two for Grades 3to 12,
and in all three terms for Grades 1 and 2. It does not disrupt the teaching timetable and full day
attendance is still expected in this last week of SSA implementation. They are exam-style
assessments for Grades 3 to 12, and observational assessments for Grades 1 & 2.

Will the end-of-term examination be conducted in-person at school or remotely during the
current academic year 2025/2026?

The end-of-term examination requires students’ physical presence in educational institutions,
depending on the directives of the specialized entities.

What is the difference between subjects of Group A and Group B?

Subjects are divided into 2 groups:

Group A represents the core subjects for all grades. It includes Arabic Language, English Language,
Social Studies and Moral Education, Islamic Education, Mathematics, Science, Chemistry,

Physics and Biology. These are included in the final total and need to be passed to promote to the
next grade (from Grade 4 up).

Group B includes Computing, Creative Design Innovation (CCDI), Arts,

Physical and Health Education, Business, 3rd Languages, applied/academy specialisations, and
Health Sciences. They enhance the learning process according to standards that are appropriate to
the skill, age and level of the student. These are not included in the students’ final total.

What knowledge and skills are included in the centralized end-of-term
examination?

The assessment content is based on the topics outlined in the scheme of work. The term three
exam will contain some outcomes from term two.

Which grades take the centralized end-of-term assessment?

Grades 3-12

What happens if a student is absent for one of the end-of-term assessments?

Parents should contact the school administration if their child is absent.

What happens if there are technical difficulties or students do not have a device for the
computer-based assessments?

- Schools are obliged to do everything possible to fix technical difficulties within
the exam period, ensuring that all students complete and submit the exam.

- Computer devices will be provided (if available) or the schedule will be put in place to use
computer labs in schools, with the availability of the offline option to take the exam.

- All students must be careful to take the exams during the main period, as the make-up exam
will include questions of higher difficulty levels compared to the exams given during the main
period.

What are the cases in which the student can take the exam remotely?

- Students of Determination who cannot sit for the exam physically (approved by the school administration).

- Students who are receiving a medical treatment outside or inside the country (approved by the school
administration).

- Students who are outside the country with a justified reason (approved by the school administration).
- Students in juvenile detention (approved by the school administration).

How many resit chances do students of Grades 4-12 have?

Students who fail any of the Group A subjects have one chance for a resit exam (in each subject)
and must repeat the grade if they don’t pass any of the Group A resit exams.

Can I obtain a certificate at the end of the academic year for Grades 1 to 11
with numbers instead of letters?

No. The certificate reports performance for all subjects in letters only. The grading scale used to
convert scores into letters is provided.

What is the mechanism for calculating the resit exam score for Grades 4 to 12?

- All resit exams are scored out of 100, though final scores are capped at minimum pass scores (50
for Grade 4 and Cycle 2, and 60 for Cycle 3), to allow students who showed strong performance
through the year to retain a unique distinction.

- The capped score then becomes the annual score for that subject.

- The capped score for the subject is added to the total score and the average grade of the student in
Grade 12.

How is the student’s score calculated in the Secondary School Certificate for Grade 12?

- The annual score for each subject is calculated based on the weights of each term’s school-based
and centralized assessments.

- The student’s total mark is the marks obtained from Group A subjects, which appear in the form of a
number and a letter in the certificate.

- The student’s average is calculated by dividing the total mark by the number of subjects in Group A.

- Group B subjects are letter graded and have no score and are not included in the total.
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How can I get the official academic certificates?

- The certificate is issued electronically through the student file. The electronic certificate is
approved and linked to a QR code.

- In case you want to print a certificate for transferring (Grades 1-11), it is recommended to be

printed out on high quality A4 size white paper using a color printer.

- For the Grade 12 Secondary School Certificate, you can apply for the official letterhead
certificate (to be used abroad) via the MOE website, for public schools and private schools
applying the MOE curriculum.

Which subjects will the student be eligible to take in the resit exam?

The resit exam will consist only of Group A subjects. It includes Arabic, Islamic Education,
Social Studies and Moral Education, English, Mathematics, Science, Chemistry, Physics and
Biology for G12.

Will the G12 private school students following the MOE curriculum attend
their exams in their schools or in public schools?

For G12, students from private schools following the MOE curriculum will take their exams in
public schools under the supervision and coordination of the school operations sector.

Will there be a make-up exam for the resit in case a student has an excused absence?

No, there will not be a make-up exam for the resit.

Who is eligible to take a resit exam?

Students from G4-12 who have not achieved the minimum pass mark in any of the Group A
subjects at the end of the academic year.

How many subjects can a student appeal for a grade review?

Appeals for a maximum of 3 Group A subjects can be made for a grade review, only of the
paper-based sections of centralized end-of-term exams.
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How is a grade review request submitted?

Grade review requests are submitted directly to the school for G1-11, and through the IDH plat-
form for G12 for paper-based sections only (Arabic Language, English Language, Mathematics,
Physics, Science) — Use the link below:

I have submitted an appeal against my Grade 12 exam mark and have not had a re-
sponse, how do I follow up?

Please use the IDH platform for all appeals, and use the same platform to check for a response.

What does the symbol (-) or (*) indicate on the Student Portal grade page?

- The (-) symbol indicates that the student has a resit exam in this subject.
- The (*) symbol indicates that the student has missing grades and the certificate cannot be
printed until the grades are completed.

Why are certificates issued as letter grades without numerical grades for G1-11 while
G12 is issued with letter and numerical grades?

- According to the assessment policy and examination guidelines, the G1-11 certificates are issued
with letters only for all subjects as they do not qualify students for Higher Education. The grade
distribution scale for the letter grades is provided at the bottom of the certificate.

- However, for G12, since the certificate serves as a document for university admission and to
ensure fairness and differentiation among students, it is issued with letters and numerical grades
for Group A subjects and only letter grades for Group B subjects as the Group B subjects do not
contribute to the end-of-year average.

How can certificates be obtained?

Certificates can only be obtained for students with a passing grade. They can be accessed via the
Student Portal page and will be electronically authenticated with the MOE stamp.

The information on my certificate is incorrect, what should I do?

It is possible to amend a student’s information after the end-of-year certificate
has been issued as follows:

- For G1-11, students should contact the school administration and provide the necessary
documents. The amendment will be executed within a maximum of 3 working days through them.

- For G12, students should contact the school administration and provide the required documents.
The electronic amendment will be executed and approved by the school branch’s specialized
employee within a maximum of 3 working days.
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What are the cases for withholding the end-of-year certificate?

A student’s certificate may be withheld for the following reasons: financial obligations, device or
laptop commitments, incomplete registration data, or the non-completion of the medical
examination for national service. Therefore, please contact the school administration for further
details.

What about cases of students cheating in exams through social media or any other method?

- Cheating is a very serious offense. If a student is caught cheating, he/she will receive zero in
that subject and the Behavior Policy sanctions will be implemented.

- If the cheating offense is repeated, the student will receive zero in all Group A subjects and the
Behavior Policy sanctions will be implemented.

What about cases of cheating in exams facilitated by school staff and admin?

Allowing or facilitating cheating is a serious violation of the MOE code of conduct. Sanctions will
be implemented by Human Capital (HC) for staff identified as doing so, as well as potential legal
sanctions imposed by relevant legislation.

The MOE will take necessary steps to monitor the examination process, identifying and following
up on cases of cheating in schools.

What is meant by the School-based Summative Assessment (SSA)?

Itis a graded assessment designed by teachers at school, following centrally provided standards
and instructions. It aims to measure students’ level of mastery of the learning outcomes
delivered during the term. It is implemented in the last two weeks of term, ensuring continued
student attendance and participation until the last day of term.

When will the SSA be implemented, and what subjects does it cover?

- For the grades one and two, it is implemented in all three terms and for all Group A subjects.

- For grades 3-12, it is implemented in term two for all Group A subjects.

Will the result of the SSA contribute to the student’s final result?

Yes, as a graded assessment, it is counted towards the student’s final grade for the subject.
Therefore, students must also adhere to the code of behaviour and rules of examination integrity,
and attend the specified dates.
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What are the conditions for promotion from grades 4-12 to the next grade?

- Passing all Group A subjects in Group (A) and achieving a minimum final grade of at least 50%
in Grades 4-8, or 60% in Grades 9-12.

- In addition, the total number of unexcused absences must not exceed 15 days (separate or
consecutive) - noting that unexcused absences on Fridays, on the two days before or after holi-
days, periods prior to exams and the last two weeks of term 2 are counted as two absences for
each day of absence.

What will happen to the student if he does not meet the promotion conditions
for grades (4-12)?

In the event that one of the two promotion conditions is not met (passing all Group A
subjects and/or the total number of days of unexcused absence not exceeding 15 days),
the student is required to repeat the grade.
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
